The table below provides information on rainfall outlook for Vanuatu. The outlook refers to rainfall predicted for the next 1 to
3 months. If Alert 3 Wet (blue shade) falls over an area, this indicates there is a high chance for wetter than average
conditions. If Alert 1 Wet falls over an area, this indicates there is only a slight chance to experience wetter than average
conditions. Same principle applies to drier than average conditions (brown shades).

Climate Change Drought Projections to 2090

For the whole of Vanuatu, the overall amount of time spent in drought is expected to stay the same or slightly decrease in the future. Droughts
are expected to occur less often. Drought length is not expected to change. Overall, there is low confidence (‘trust’) in drought projections.
However, droughts will continue to occur including serious droughts and people still need to prepare for these events.




Time periods and impacts
